Criteria

General practice trainers are entitled to claim a grant for being the educational supervisor for GP registrars in lieu of a trainer’s grant. Educational supervision grants are only applicable when a trainee is being clinically supervised in another practice or hospital placement. A trainer (or the training practice) cannot claim both an educational supervisor’s grant and a trainer’s grant for the same period of time. The contract of educational supervisor and trainee will be the historical declarations in the e-portfolio and available for inspection by the Deanery.  As an educational supervisor, the trainer agrees to meet with the trainee and provide other support as required for the period of educational supervision, undertake an educational supervisor review every six months and record this in the RCGP e-portfolio in preparation for the ARCP. The quality of educational supervisor reviews is monitored regularly by the Area Programme Director at the Annual Review of Competency Panel and payment may be withheld or reduced if the ARCP Chairman (GP Area Director) has concerns about the quality of the review.
